BROAD PURPOSE OF COURSE
An exploration of various photographic techniques and technology for graphic communications. Emphasis is on photographic style and an introduction to digital photography. 

Prerequisite for this course is GD 101 Software lab: Photoshop or equivalent experience. 


This course will provide an introduction to the working relationship between applied communications design and photography with an emphasis on digital photographic preparation for graphic reproduction.


Students will work in teams and individually to create their own photographs on location or in the studio and to be used as an element within final design solutions for exhibition, use on the Internet, and in multimedia presentations.
