Project A Assignment: Project time parameter 2 weeks. 

Develop a short demonstration video with audio (2-3 minutes in length). 

The focus of this project is to allow the group to get some hands-on experience with the equipment. And begin to become familiar with basic shooting. And learn the techniques for FinalCut file preparations for use on the Internet and computer screen viewing. 
Keep the project short and simple…two to three minutes at the most. Demonstrate a process or procedure that should include a variety of shot types and angles. Focus on the process or procedure you are trying to demonstrate not on the presenter. This should be taken seriously and not be viewed as an excuse for something foolish and inane.

Examples of possible demonstration projects: Demonstrate how " To cook an egg (or some other food item) or prepare a simple meal.  ”To work with a piece of equipment or operate a piece of machinery.  " To do a magic trick or other moderately complex task.  Each member
 of the team should be present for all aspects of the production to experience the entire process (REMEMBER: This is a group project…therefore a group process).

Effective composition
• Rule of thirds
• Contrasting size, shape, brightness, color focus

Variety of camera angles including 
• Establishing shot
• Medium Shot
• Over the shoulder Shot
• Close up Shot
• Extreme close up Shot

Camera control
• Steady images — effective use of tripod and hand held filming
• Effective lighting — use of automatic white balance
• Clarity of audio track — effective use of on remote lavalier microphone
