Conduct a series of promotional interviews with audio and edit using 
transitions and cuts and B-roll to convey a point-of -view for your 
chosen topic. (60 – 90 second in total length per interview). 

Interviews should be based on list of questions developed in class 
Each interview should include:
1. Three or more “sound bites” provocative “spirited” statements relevant to your group topic. 

2. Reflective more in-depth answers to at least 10 questions relevant to your group topic. 

3. Interviewee personal stories and anecdotes relevant to your group’s topic

4. Interviewee answers should be concise – have interviewee repeat as often as necessary

5. A portion of your interview should be filmed in a setting relevant to the interviewee’s research 

6. B-roll video and still images should be representational of Marymount, the honors program and the major and area of research for your interviewee

The intended message/story you are trying to convey to viewers should be apparent. Collectively your interviews should, establish a predetermined mood or tone relevant to your group topic and what you discover through the interview process.
